The Riverwalk, considered to be one
of the most beautifully maintained park
grounds in the Midwest, features plants,
trees, fountains and covered bridges along
side a winding brick walkway.

This paved path is a natural show-
case for many of the sculptures and artwork
commissioned by Naperville’s Century Walk
committee.

As the focal point of downtown
Naperville, it is a delightful setting for a Fine
Art Fair. Visitors travel from far and near to
enjoy the splendor of the riverwalk and the
quaint restaurants and shops in downtown
Naperville.

On the third weekend in September
we add to the ambiance with an outstanding
display of the finest in visual arts.
